This program provides compelling media support to Health and Life Skills units on alcohol and drug education, substance abuse, behavioral choices and decision making, and personal health.

This groundbreaking program provides a suspenseful dramatization that encourages students of all ability levels to welcome and accept one another. In the program, J.J. is the leader of an exclusive, secret club. When Alex, a girl with blindness is introduced to the group, J.J. does not want her to be allowed to join. Only upon discovering that Alex is really no different from the others does J.J. realize she was wrong. Locked Out holds students' attention, while teaching an invaluable lesson on not stereotyping people or judging them hastily. Ike is frustrated living with his little brother who has Attention Deficit Hyperactive Disorder (ADHD). When Ike stumbles into a center for disabled children, he embarks on an eye-opening adventure. Magic glasses allow him to see and hear physically challenged children discuss their actual experiences. Ike’s new viewpoint allows him to become friends with Roni despite her leg braces. They team up to enter a pottery competition. Through his ability to "see another view," Ike is able to enjoy his relationship with his brother. Viewers will hear children with many different kinds of disabilities speaking honestly about their life experiences. “The Magic Glasses” is an eye-opening look at stereotypes about the physically challenged and the attitudes they encounter daily.

No Body's Perfect ... Everybody's Special (21:00)

Due to the reauthorization of IDEA '97, the special education mandate, every school in the country is mandated to provide sensitivity training to regular-ed and special-ed kids in the classroom. This program teaches kids that everybody is different and that it is these differences that make people special. Jack Hammer, a mechanic of misconceptions, welcomes kids to his "Head Over Heels Body Shop." He repairs people's misunderstandings of others and goofy notions by introducing viewers to his friends Tristan, Olivia and Emily. Through interviews and day-in-the-life footage, the three youngsters share stories about their disabilities, how they cope with them and how they enjoy the same activities as other children. Tristan is deaf, Olivia has a visual impairment and Emily lost a leg in a farm accident. Viewers also learn about sign language, the structure of the eye, braille and prosthetics.

On Common Ground: Between a Rock & a Hard Place (29:03)

Looks into a city's struggle to balance its budget as well as comply with federal law to provide access to facilities for disabled community members. In this dramatized program, a man comes to terms with a genetic disease that will leave him in a wheelchair as he leads a protest lobbying for the city to act in accordance with federal laws protecting the civil rights of those with disabilities. Touching on the importance of checks and balances and separation of power in a democracy, a concluding segment reveals the responsibilities and makeup of the executive, legislative, and judicial branches of the U.S. government and how they work together.

Teasing: It's No Joke (23:48)

A fight between two boys in the schoolyard, which started when one boy called the other "trailer trash," sparks a discussion in the classroom about teasing -- the kind that hurts us and makes us doubt ourselves. At the teacher's request, Sheridan volunteers to take on an extra credit project that will show the class that teasing is no joke. With the help of a ventriloquist and his puppets, Sheridan and her teacher explain why teasers act the way they do. Reasons might include an unhappy home-life, insecurity, an inablility to form positive friendships, revenge, and learning disabilities. Students are taught how to defend themselves against the painful abuse of teasing by telling the teaser how they feel, by not retaliating and by reporting incidents to parents and teachers. Sheridan concludes her presentation by a showing a video, which features several students who have been teased about everything from appearance, to race, to disabilities -- and even for being "too smart." Often on the verge of tears, the students describe how incessant teasing has caused emotional pain and has made them feel bad about themselves. This moving program has a simple but very important message -- "Be nice to others."

Shattering Stereotypes: Cat's Eyes (15:41)

Through dramatization of high school students at a costume party, this thought-provoking program demonstrates that persons with disabilities are really no different from anyone else. When Catherine -- a teen with blindness -- attends a party, no one is told that she is blind. As the other guests discover the truth, some begin to stereotype Catherine and feel the need to behave differently around her than they do with the rest of the guests. "Shattering Stereotypes: Cat's Eyes" promotes "inclusion," the federally-mandated policy to integrate persons with disabilities into mainstream classrooms and activities, in accordance with the Americans With Disabilities Act. The program encourages viewers not to judge an individual by stereotypes or superficial assessments, while showing that assumptions can be wildly incorrect. It is revealed that Catherine is a sighted person, while the hostess of the party is a college student with blindness. Engaging media support for Health, Life Skills, and Social Studies units on values and ethics, and self esteem. The program also provides significant messages for classes on peer pressure, social skills, conflict resolution, and citizenship.
